Effective July 1, 2024, the base salary for an MHP Trooper will be $54,000.00, 

with the possibility to earn more through Federal Overtime Details and participation in one of 

MHP’s many special duty teams, including Special Operations Group, Motor Unit, Honor 

Guard, Mounted Unit and more.
